Tuition fees 
 

 
A Registration Fee of $200.00 is required upon 
application; (half of this Registration Fee is 
refundable or may be considered for 
reapplication). The tuition fee is $4,650.00 in 10 
instalments ($465.00 per month) payable to 
CMTC. We also accept Visa/MasterCard. Upon 
acceptation, candidates will be required to prepare 
for the first month of tuition either a series of 10 
post dated cheques (10 instalments of $465.00) or 
a Visa/MasterCard Authorization to bill each 
monthly instalment.    
 
A fee of $300.00 for the final exams is required 
prior the final examinations. Receipts for 
Federal Income Tax are issued in December 
2012 and June 2013.  
 
Cost of books to be obtained at Casa Montessori 
and Orff is $85.00.

It consists of an 
Internship of 400 hours that includes 200 clock hours minimum of supervised teaching 
practice in Early Childhood Education where the teacher candidate observes, assists and 
participates to the dynamic process of education of the host Montessori school.

A deposit of $200.00 is required upon application. The tuition fee is $4,650.00 in 10 installments 
($465.00 per month) payable to CMTC. We also accept Visa/MasterCard as a method of payment 
for the tuition fees ($465.00 + 4%=483.60). Upon acceptation candidates will be required a series 
of 10 post dated cheques, installments $465.00 due upon the first week of tuition. Cancellation of 
the program requires the processing fee of the candidate’s file ($100.00) and is non-refundable.   A 
fee of $300.00 for the final exams is required in May 2013.  
 
Receipts for Federal Income Tax are issued in December 2012 and in May 2013. Cost of books 
that can be obtained at the Casa Montessori and Orff School is $85.00. Teacher candidates receive 
seven complimentary Montessori Albums representing 3,500 pages.
